	Passing Standards:

The degree examination is graded on a scale where 70 is the passing mark and 100 is the maximum score. The examination score is determined by the average of the scores given by the attending committee members.
Failure Conditions:
Ph.D. Program: If one-third (1/3) or more of the committee members assign a failing grade, the result is a failure.
Master’s Program: If one-half (1/2)or more of the committee members assign a failing grade, the result is a failure.
Grading is limited to one round. 
Re-examination:

If the degree examination results in a failure but the student has not yet reached the maximum duration of their study period, they may apply for a re-examination in the following semester or academic year.
Re-examination is limited to one time.If the grade for the re-examination is still a failure, the student shall be expelled.
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
